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Cats have actually been in
Australia only since we were
colonised by England. During
| the 1800’ people used cats to
catch mice, rabbits and native
rats. Many escaped or were
released into the bush and were
able to find food, shelter and to
look after themseives. They
b bred in the wild and each
generation became wearier of
people, becoming “feral”
Australia now has feral cats
across the continent, including
[ Tasmania. This is causing

problems for our native wildlife,
as they are unequipped to
combat this new predator.

Feral cats generally eat small
mammals, but also eat birds,
reptiles and insects. Young

rabbits make up the majority of
their diet.

Determining the impact of feral
cats across mainland Australia
can be quite difficult. Other
factors such as introduced rabbits
compete with them for food
and shelter. Clearing land for
grazing animals and city
development can cause habitat
loss. However there are
instances where feral cats have
threatened the recovery of
endangered species. Feral cats
can carry infectious diseases
that can be transmitted to
native animals, domestic
livestock and humans.

The best way to stop the feral
cat population growing is to
desex your own cat.





WHY DO CATS PURR? 

This is a question that has had vets and scientists stumped, however there are some common theories. 

Kittens start to purr when they are about 2 days old, even before they can "meow". It is thought they purr to communicate with their mother, to let them know if they are happy or if there's something wrong. 

Purring occurs in most cats from your domestic pet to the larger cats, such as Pumas, Mountain lions and tigers. Cats purr to indicate a range of behavioural states like contentment, pleasure, stress and anxiety. 

The way purring occurs is thought to be a nerve pathway from the brain which causes the vocal cords to rate while at the same time the diaphragm (A muscular membrane divider) starts to steadily swing back and forth. This results in small amounts of air passing over the vibrating vocal chords, which causes he purring sound.
