Some tips to choosing the right dog or puppy for your family:

· Does everyone in your household want a dog?

· Do you want a small or large dog? Small dogs need less room, cost less to feed and can be very active. Large dogs are stronger, need more room and cost more to feed.

· How much training are you prepared to do with your new dog? Puppies need constant training and socialization to grow into friendly obedient dogs.
· Are you able to provide your dog with daily exercise? Either taking them for as walk or having a large enough space with toys for them to play with. Bored dogs become unhappy and destructive.

· Do you want the dog for work as well as friendship? Most dogs were bred to do a particular type of work such as herding, guarding or hunting. Think carefully about what characteristics are important in your new pet.

· How much do you wish to spend on feeding, health and welfare? Remember, your dog needs food and shelter, annual vaccinations, council registration and regular worming. There is also the cost of desexing and microchipping your pet in case it gets lost.

· Do you have adequate fencing around your house to stop your dog from wandering and getting lost?

· How long will the dog be alone each day? Should you consider getting two dogs for company if its going to be left alone for long periods of time.
· Do you have other pets? How will your new dog get on with them?

· How much grooming are you willing to do? Should you consider a long or short haired breed?

· What will you do with your dog when you go on holidays?

· Are you looking for a puppy or an older dog?

We hope that by answering the above questions you’ll have a loyal companion that you’ll love. Do the forward planning and you won’t have any regrets. Happy dog searching!
